Of the 300
total hours, 150 must be accumulated in a P-12 school library media center. Although it is preferred that you accumulate all internship
hours in a P-12 school library media center, other settings may be approved, such as a public or university library. Internship A MUST
be conducted in a school library media center. Of the 300 total hours, at least 100 must be accumulated at the elementary level (K-6)
and at least 100 at the secondary level (7-12); the remaining 100 may be at the level(s) of your choice. Although it is your responsibility
to initiate the internship experiences (determine the internship sites and seek preliminary approval from the school administrators),
the professors will work with you to schedule the internship experiences as conveniently as possible. The supervising library media
specialist must be certified, currently employed as a media specialist and have at least three years successful years as a media specialist.
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
