. Students approaching eligibility will receive a link to the online application in their JagMail.

. After final grades are posted and all requirements are verified as met, the Office of Student Services will notify students by JagMail when they are admitted to
Candidacy. Students will then be able to register for Candidacy courses.

Other Important Information

Secondary students will be required to participate in an opening of school experience during the fall immediately preceding either their methods block classes or their
student teaching. This experience will take place at the beginning of the public school year which is prior to the beginning of U.S.A. classes.
