Rachel Nozny is currently piccoloist with the Mobile Symphony Orchestra and an
Adjunct Instructor at Troy University in Troy, Alabama where she is also active as an
educator and performer in the local area. She holds a Bachelors of Music degree in
Flute Performance from Mercer University, and a Masters of Music degree in Flute
Performance from the University of Kentucky. Rachel studied with flutists Kathy
Farmer, Kelly Via, Gordon Cole, and most recently with world-renowned soloist
Carol Wincenc.

Previous engagements include Principal Flutist of the Bismarck-Mandan Symphony
Orchestra from 2009-2012, with whom Rachel Nozny was a featured soloist in 2012,
and Adjunct Instructor of Music at Dickinson State University in Dickinson, ND. She
also performs with the Northwest Florida Symphony Orchestra (Niceville, FL),
Pensacola Symphony Orchestra (Pensacola, FL), Albany Symphony Orchestra
(Albany, GA), and the Macon Symphony Orchestra (Macon, GA).
