Luis Benetti is a native Puerto Rican who travels all over the Western hemisphere 
presenting clinics, master classes, and performances focusing on traditional Afro-Cuban 
music and contemporary Latin jazz. Since the late 1980s, Benetti has founded and 
performed in several Latin ensembles including Passage, Grupo-Omele, Up From The 
Roots, Latin Express, Orquesta Simbiosis, Cuarteto San Juan, and he is currently the 
director of the Latin jazz band Orquesta Rican Son featuring salsa singers Herman 
Olivera and Pedro Brull. 

Benetti also maintains an active teaching schedule across the United States. He has been 
an artist in residence at American River College in Sacramento, with the Rio Americano 
Jazz Band in Reno, and has taught alongside other musical icons such as Tony Royster 
Jr., Zoro, Gary Gibson, Walfredo de los Reyes Sr., Carlos Aldama, Will Kennedy, and 
David Friedman.
