Dr. S. Raj Chaudhury initiated the Indian music section of the World Music Ensemble at
USA in Spring 2017.

Yoga Mandiram with more than 14 years of experience. Nrithya holds a master’s degree in
communications and is also a professional Bharathanatyam artist. She has more than 1,000
stage shows to her credit and has received numerous awards for recognition of her
proficiency as a dancer. Nrithya is currently completing her doctorate in Yoga and Natya at
SCSVMV University in Kanchipuram. She currently heads KYM's media department and
has published numerous articles on yoga in both national and international journals. She is
also anchoring the daily morning yoga show aired on Vanavil TV, a Tamil television
channel.
