Maximum of 4 years will be awarded. Presidential Scholars must
have a minimum of 15 hours in the fall and spring, pass a minimum
of 30 hours each year, and maintain a 2.75 cumulative GPA.

Apply for candidacy with the College of Education (CoE) at the end
of the sophomore year, a minimum of two years before student
teaching. Students who are potentially eligible for candidacy will
receive an email from the CoE with a link to the candidacy
application.
