Courses
older than 7 years at the time of graduation are not valid.

Students admitted to the graduate program will pay graduate tuition for UG classes. Non-degree seeking students can take UG courses
but can’t use financial aid. Second degree seeking students can get financial aid but degree not required for certification.

GRE scores are valid for 5 years.
A maximum of two courses with a grade of “C” will be counted toward the degree program.
