Definition of a Minor
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The purpose of a minor program is to specify a set of courses that provide a degree of content
mastery in a discipline or coherent interdisciplinary field. Ordinarily, a minor program consists
of a minimum of 18 hours with at least 9 hours at the upper-division level. Exceptions to the 9
upper-division hours in a minor may occur when the prerequisite sequence for a minor
requires more than 9 hours of lower-division courses. Minors approved prior to December 3,
2014 are exempted from the minimums identified above. A minimum of 9 credit hours of
courses in the minor must be completed at the University of South Alabama.
