Students who fail to meet admissions standards 

will be asked for additional information and will 

be reviewed by a committee.

In addition, South offers need-based funding to admitted 

students who qualify through FAFSA. These awards are 

made after initial scholarship consideration, so it is possible 

to receive one award and then a few weeks later another.
